Enthronement of the Family


to the Sacred Heart





Perhaps one of the most grace-filled actions a family can perform is to have their home specially dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus through the practice known as the Enthronement. When an image (either a picture or a statue) of the Sacred Heart is enthroned in the home, the members of the family perform more than a symbolic action. Through this ceremony they truly recognize Jesus Christ as the King of their household, the Master of all their actions and the unseen Guest at every activity. The home is now dedicated as a place of honor, where the Sacred Heart will find welcome comfort as He did in Bethany in the home of Mary, Martha and Lazarus. 


   The Enthronement ceremony requires the father, as the head of the household, to place the image of the Sacred Heart in a place of prominence — usually a family altar — where all will gather for family prayers. Upon this family is the promise of Jesus Christ fulfilled: “Where two or three are gathered together in My Name, there I am am in the midst of them.”


   There is no greater work of Catholic Action than to see family life sanctified in such a manner as the Enthronement of the home. Pope Pius XI greatly recommended this devotion.
