Made by the Blessed Virgin Mary to St. Dominic and Blessed Alan de la Roche


  1. To all those who will recite my Rosary devoutly, I promise my special protection and very great graces.


  2. Those who will persevere in the recitation of my Rosary shall receive some signal grace.


  3. The Rosary shall be a very powerful armor against Hell; it shall destroy vice, deliver from sin, and shall dispel heresy.


  4. The Rosary shall make virtue and good works flourish, and shall obtain for souls the most abundant divine mercies; it shall substitute in hearts love of God for love of the world, elevate them to desire heavenly and eternal goods. Oh, that souls would sanctify themselves by this means!


  5. Those who trust themselves to me through the Rosary shall not perish.


  6. Those who will recite my Rosary piously, considering its Mysteries, shall not be overwhelmed by misfortune nor die a bad death. The sinner shall be converted, the just shall grow and become worthy of eternal life.


  7. Those truly devoted to my Rosary shall not die without the consolations of the Church or without grace.


  8. Those who will recite my Rosary shall find during their life and at their death the light of God, the fullness of His grace, and shall share in the merits of the blessed.


  9. I will deliver very promptly from Purgatory the souls devoted to my Rosary.


  10. The true children of my Rosary shall enjoy great glory in Heaven.


  11. What you ask through my Rosary, you shall obtain.


  12. Those who propagate my Rosary shall obtain though me aid in all their necessities.


  13. I have obtained from my Son that all confrères of the Rosary shall have for their brethren in life and death the saints in Heaven.


  14. Those who recite my Rosary faithfully are all my beloved children, the brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ.


Devotion to my Rosary is a special sign of predestination.








INDULGENCES FOR THE RECITATION OF THE HOLY ROSARY OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY





From the Raccolta





1. The faithful, wherever they recite a third part of the Rosary with devotion, may gain an indulgence of 5 years.





2. If they recite a third part of the Rosary in common with others, whether in public or in private, they may gain an indulgence of 10 years. A plenary indulgence may be gained on the last Sunday of each month, with the addition of Confession, Communion and a visit to a church, if they perform such a recitation at least three times in any of the preceding weeks.





3. If, however, they recite this together in a family group, besides the partial indulgence of 10 years, they are granted a plenary indulgence twice a month, if they perform this recitation daily for a month, go to Confession, receive Holy Communion, and visit a church.





4. Those who piously recite a third part of the Rosary in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament publicly exposed, or even reserved in the tabernacle, as often as they do this, may gain a plenary indulgence on condition of Confession and Communion.


  Note: The decades may be separated, if the entire chaplet is completed on the same day.


  If, as is the custom during the recitation of the Rosary, the faithful make use of a chaplet, they may gain other indulgences in addition to those enumerated above if a chaplet is blessed.





5. The faithful who, during the month of October, recite at least a third part of the Rosary, may gain an indulgence of  7 years each day, and a plenary indulgence, if they perform this devout exercise on the Feast of the Holy Rosary (October 7), and through its Octave, and moreover, go to Confession, receive Holy Communion, and visit a church. A plenary indulgence, with the addition of Confession, Communion and a visit to a church, is granted if they perform this same recitation of the holy Rosary for at least ten days after the Octave of the aforesaid feast.
